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PREFACE

The Statistical Abstract will be a single source of information covering various sectors of the economy at the
county level for the period 2016 - 2020.

The information published in this 2021 CSA will address data gaps at the county level and strengthen evidence-
based decision making.

therefore,enable data users to gauge the performance of the county.

Additionally, in implementing and tracking the County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP), Kenya Vision
2030, and other plans, data will be instrumental. It is in this breadth that we have partnered with Kenya National
Bureau of Statistics (KNBS) to strengthen the county statistics function.

ICT plays an important role in data management and statistics. The outbreak of Covid-19 pandemic has shown
indeed, data and ICT are key ingredients for development. Thus, as a county we are committed to ensuring

integration of ICT in data and statistics processes.

In conclusion, the county has an elaborate public participation framework from the ward level that we are
leveraging on to champion for citizen generated data. We are welcome to work with all stakeholders to support
citizen generated data in order to improve on the quality of statistical information, enhance dissemination and

accessibility of statistics at the county level.

The first principle in the United Nation’s Fundamental Principle of Official Statistics states that official statistics

provide an indispensable element in the information system of a democratic society, serving the Government,
the economy and the public with data about the economic, demographic, social and environmental situation.

and designating statistics produced by national statistical system as official statistics on being satisfied that the

necessary criteria have been followed.

The 2021 Uasin Gishu CSA presents the official statistics produced by Ministries Departments and Agencies
(MDAs) both at National and County Government of Uasin Gishu. This publication covers information for the
period 2016 to 2020. The data is mostly from administrative records and sample surveys conducted within the

period.

The production of the 2021 Uasin Gishu CSA has gone through all the recommended stages of producing
official statistics. The statistics generated were validated by the MDAs within Uasin Gishu County both from
National and the County Government. The data were reviewed by the technical team from KNBS and County

Government of Uasin Gishu.

The 2021 Uasin Gishu CSA is categorised into an introductory chapter and four other chapters based on the
classification of statistical activities undertaken by national and international statistical organisations. This
classification follows the statistical subject-matter domains used in the Database of International Statistical
Activities (DISA) with three domains of; Demographic and Social Statistics; Economic Statistics; and

Environment and Multi-domain Statistics.

We welcome the readers to this publication and encourage them to provide feedback aimed at improving the
contents and quality of future publications. The KNBS appreciates the collaboration that has resulted in the
production of this publication which has immense information useful for planning and policy formulation for

Uasin Gishu County.

SECTION A.1: INTRODUCTION

This County Statistical Abstract has been prepared by the County Government of Uasin Gishu in collaboration
with the Kenya National Bureau of Statistics and other National Government Departments at the county. The
Abstract presents a five-year comprehensive primary data and statistical estimates of core areas on economic and
social development in Uasin Gishu County. The objective of this statistical abstract is to provide a single source
of data that is useful for any form of analytical work on the county. The information is compiled mainly from the

administrative records and partly from the recent Surveys and Censuses as shown under each table.

The abstract provides information that include economic, demographic and social aspects in Uasin Gishu
County. It is a second county statistical abstract after the first publication in 2018S. In cases where the details do

not meet the user demand, extra information may be obtained from the County Government.

Structure of County Governments

The 2010 Constitution of Kenya provides for a two tier government structure with one National Government
and forty-seven devolved County Governments.

County Governments consist of two arms, namely the County Assembly and the County Executive. The
functions of County Governments are contained in the Fourth Schedule of the 2010 Constitution and include:
Finance and Economic planning; Roads, Public Works and Transport; Health and Sanitation; Education and
ICT; Agriculture and Irrigation; Livestock, Fisheries and Veterinary Services; Trade, Industry and Co-operative
Development; Land, Housing, Physical Planning and Urban Development; Water Development, Environment

and Natural Resources and Tourism, Culture, Sports and Social Development.

SECTION A.2: OVERVIEW OF UASIN GISHU COUNTY

Uasin Gishu County is located in the North Rift region of Kenya and has its headquarters in Eldoret
town. It extends between longitudes 340 S0’ east and 350 37’ west and latitudes 00 03’ South and 00 SS” North.
The County shares common borders with Trans Nzoia County to the North, Elgeyo Marakwet County to the
East, Baringo County to the South East, Kericho County to the South, Nandi County to the South West and
Kakamega County to the North West. It covers a total area of 3,345.2 Km®.

Administratively, the County is divided into six Sub-counties namely Soy, Turbo, Moiben, Ainabkoi, Kapseret
and Kesses. These are further sub-divided into twelve divisions, sixty-two locations and 109 sub-locations. The

County also has six political constituencies and thirty wards.

According to the 2019 Kenya Population and Housing Census, the population of the County stood at 1,163,186
with a population density of 342 persons per sq Km. Uasin Gishu County is a cosmopolitan county and is mainly

inhabited by the Kalenjin.

The County experiences a high and reliable rainfall with an average annual rainfall ranging between 624.9mm
and 1560.4 mm. It occurs between the months of March and September with two distinct peaks in May and

August. Average temperatures range between 7° C and 29° C.

The main economic activities in the county include agriculture and agro-processing. Owing to its agricultural
prowess in production of wheat, maize and milk on large scale, the County is referred to as ‘the bread basket’.
The County is also regarded as the indisputable athletics epicenter and therefore referred to as the ‘County of

Champions’

The County enjoys a relatively good infrastructure comprising an extensive road network, an
international airport and a railway line. It is also connected to the fibre optic infrastructure and
enjoys a good mobile network coverage. There are several financial institutions, postal
services and a Huduma Centre operating in the County. There are seven gazetted water
schemes that supply clean water for both domestic and industrial use. The County also boasts of
two public universities, several campuses of both public and private universities, and several public tertiary

institutions providing vocational training.
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SECTION A.3: OVERVIEW OF COUNTY GOVERNMENT OF UASIN GISHU

The County Executive

The Executive arm of the County Governments comprises the Governor, the Deputy Governor, the County

Executive Committee Members and the County Public Service.



The Governor and Deputy Governor are elected in a general election by registered voters in the County for a
five-year term. The Constitution of Kenya, 2010, states that neither the Governor nor the Deputy Governor can

hold office for more than two terms.

The Governor and Deputy Governor serve as the Chief Executive and Deputy Chief Executive officers of the

County, respectively.

The County Executive Committee Members are appointed by the Governor with the approval of the County
Assembly.

The County is run by an Executive Committee, consisting of:
e The Governor, directly elected by the people of Uasin Gishu;
e Deputy Governor, elected as running mate of the successful candidate for Gubernatorial;

¢ Committee members not exceeding a third (or ten where a county assembly has more than 30 members) of

the members of the respective county assembly;

e County Secretary nominated by the Governor and approved by the County Assembly. The County Secretary

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SECTION 1.1: POPULATION AND MIGRATION

This section contains population and demographic statistics. The topics include demography, vital statistics,
population structures and growth, demographic projections, families and households (marriages, divorces,

household size), migration, refugees and asylum seekers.
Excludes

— Causes of death (Health)

Notes and Definitions

Density: Refers to the number of persons per square Kilometer, obtained by dividing the enumerated persons in
a given area by the size of the area expressed in Km®.

Area: Is the extent of a surface enclosed within a specified boundary, expressed in square Kilometers. This

excludes areas covered by water.

Birth: Birth is the complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of conception, irrespective of

the duration of pregnancy.

Death: Death is the permanent disappearance of all evidence of life at any time after live birth has taken place

(postnatal cessation of vital functions without capability of resuscitation). This definition excludes foetal deaths.

Expected Birth or Expected Death: Is derived from the prevailing fertility or mortality conditions and total
female population of reproductive age or the total population. The number of expected births or deaths is

calculated using age-specific birth and death rates.
Place of Occurrence: It is where birth or death occurs.

Coverage rate: Coverage rate is basically the percentage of registered events out of the total number of expected
events. Although the denominators ideally should be the total number of events which occurred, the actual

number of such events is unknown and hence estimated as ‘expected events.

Births or Deaths Registered at Health Facilities: Refer to births or deaths that occur at a health facility and a

notification is issued by a health worker at the facility.

Births or Deaths Registered outside Health Facilities: Refer to births or deaths that occur at home and a

notification is issued by an Assistant Chief.

Notes and Definitions

Health Facility: This is a defined a health service delivery structure from where services are provided e.g,,
Outpatient, pharmacy, laboratory. Government facilities are the ones which are gazetted and non-Government

facilities are registered with the regulator.

Level 1 - Community Health Unit: This is a health service delivery structure within a defined geographical area

covering a population of approximately 5,000 people.

Level 2 — Dispensaries: Refers to the lowest point of contact with the public. These are run and managed by

enrolled and registered nurses who are supervised by the nursing officer at the respective health centre.

Level 3 - Health Centres: They have a clinical officer as in-charge and provide comprehensive primary care and
mainly focus on preventive care such as childhood vaccination. They are medium-sized units which cater for a

population of about 80,000 people.

Level 4 — Sub County Hospitals: Are hospitals which are the co-ordinating and referral centre for the smaller
units. They usually have the resources to provide comprehensive medical and surgical services. They are managed

by medical superintendents.

Level § - County Hospitals: These are regional centres which provide specialised care including intensive care

and life support and specialist consultations. These are referral points for the sub county hospitals.

Level 6 - National Referral Hospitals: Refers to National referral hospitals offering very specialised services.
They include Kenyatta National Hospital, Moi Teaching and Referral Hospital, Mathari National Teaching and
Referral Hospital, etc.

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SECTION 2.1: ECONOMIC ACCOUNTS

This sections gives details on Gross County Product. Gross County Product (GCP) is a measure of how much
each county contributes to Kenya’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and may therefore be interpreted as the
“County GDP”. The GCP measures newly created economic value through production of goods and services in a
specific county. The compilation of GCP is in accordance with international guidelines on estimation of regional
gross domestic product. The GCP estimates are meant to address increased demand for county economic
statistics such as size, growth rate, and structure of the economies. The GCP analytics show that while some
counties have a small contribution to the national GDP, they have greater potential for faster rate of growth and

potential for catch-up with the dominant contributors.

Crop Production: Refers to the actual harvested production from the field and excludes threshing losses and

that part of crop not harvested for any reason.

Agricultural Area: refer to area under the crop or the area harvested. For a particular crop, the area reported is
on what has been harvested.

Land potential: Capacity of land to resist and recover from degradation.

Aquaculture: This is the farming of aquatic organisms such as fish, molluscs, crustaceans, plants, crocodiles,

alligators and amphibians.

Horticulture: The art of cultivating plants in gardens to produce food and medicinal ingredients, or for comfort

and ornamental purposes.
Livestock Production: Management and breeding of domestic livestock or farm animals for the purpose of
obtaining their meat and products.

Farm gate Prices: The value of production given in this report uses farm gate prices as the basis of valuation of
the production from the County.

Hides and Skins: A hide or skin is an animal skin treated for human use. Hides are defined as “skins” of large

animals e.g cow, buffalo; while skins refer to “skins” of smaller animals, such as goats, sheep, deer, pigs, etc.
